Your heart muscle is 
healed and it is completely normal.”  
 
I asked him three or four times, “Are you 
sure?” He laughed and answered three times 
that he was sure. So I told him that God had 
healed my heart because people were 
praying. He agreed that prayer was always 
good. I am so grateful to all of you who 
prayed and believed with me for a miracle. I 
kept asking God for a new heart. I got one! I 
am thanking Him every day. 
 
One very exciting aspect of this is that this 
miracle of God is documented with hospital 
records, ambulance records, every test in the 
book, and an echocardiogram record that  

refutes any disbelief that there hasn’t been a major happening 
since I was first diagnosed two years ago! No one can ever 
say that God didn’t do this! Again, I thank you so very, very 
much for all your prayers. They worked! 
 
DISLODGING AND DECLARING PRAYER 
OUTREACH Update 
The prayers for my health have been deeply impacted by the 
prayers of our DISLODGING AND DECLARING 
Intercessors around the world as well. Phase 1 of this prayer 
outreach began April 6, 2009 and we are now in Phase 4 
which began July 6th. We have Intercessors from Africa, 
Argentina, Australia, Canada, England, Fiji, Guatemala, 
Netherlands, New Zealand, Ukraine (8 Intercessors), and the 
rest were in the US, including the Virgin Islands. 
 
We have prayed with a pre-determined focus every Monday 
through Friday at 10:00 am PST (California), or as close as 
everyone can get according to their time zones. Monday’s 
focus is world leaders (government, spiritual, academic, 
military, and law enforcement); Tuesday’s focus is Israel; 
Wednesday’s focus is our nation and nations around the 
world (especially those of the Intercessors); Thursday’s focus 
is the harvest of the unsaved and backsliders as spoken of all 
through the Gospels (especially Luke 10:2); and Friday’s 
focus is the personal prayer requests of the Intercessors.  
 
We pray for each other each morning using Psalm 138:8 as 
the declaration of God where He said, “I will perform that 
which concerns you.” The LSM Intercessor Team in 
Sacramento CA has called out the names of every Intercessor 
each Monday through Friday and declared Psalm 138:8 as we 
speak their names aloud. I update you on all this because I 
am convinced that this focus of prayer contributed greatly to 
the miracle of my new heart, as well as other testimonies and 
victories heard back from the other Intercessors. 

 
There is tremendous power in agreement of right prayers: 
prayers prayed with humility and repentance, prayers prayed 
seeking the will of God, and prayers prayed that are 
completely devoid of personal judgment and ideas about 
what God should do. God so clearly said in 2 Chronicles 7:14 
that if HIS people would humble themselves, pray, seek His 
face, and turn from THEIR wicked ways, then would He hear 
from heaven, forgive their sins, and heal their land. 
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As international situations have arisen, such as the two 
American women journalists in North Korea, the Iranian 
demonstrators and the Iranian Church, the burned children 
from Mexico, and other great needs around the world, the 
Intercessors have put their agreement behind those situations, 
too. God is good, He is always faithful to His Word, and right 
agreement always brings His power into situations.

For several months, I have been writing a book that people 
have asked for over the past several years—a book of all the 
Keys of the Kingdom Prayers. I have always hesitated to do 
this because so many today are only interested in the easiest 
way possible to pray without understanding the principles 
and the process behind effective praying.

BLESSINGS 
(Declaring Them Over Others) 

As God’s people we carry a great treasure within our earthen 
vessels. Second Corinthians 4:6-7 (KJV), “For God, who 
commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in 
our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of 
God in the face of Jesus Christ. But we have this treasure in 
earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of 
God, and not of us.” We must be ready to pour this great 
treasure out of ourselves and onto others. One way that we do 
this is to pronounce blessings on people by praying blessings 
upon them or by speaking blessings directly to them. To pray 
blessings upon people, pray this way:

Father, please bless ______________ in his/her comings in 
and goings out today. Bless his/her rising up and sitting 
down today. Bless his/her families and finances and 
everything his/her hands touch today. I speak blessings of 
health and wisdom and favor over him/her. Most of all, 
please bless ______________ with your love and a long and 
happy life of knowing you. Amen 
 

~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~ 
 
One of the meanings of blessing someone is to confer 
prosperity and/or happiness upon them, to give favor to them, 
or to make them blissful or joyful. The Lord told Moses to 
tell Aaron to bless the people this way: Numbers 6:23-26 
(Amplified), “This is the way you shall bless the Israelites. 
Say to them, The Lord bless you and watch, guard, and keep 
you; The Lord make His face to shine upon and enlighten you 
and be gracious (kind, merciful, and giving favor) to you; 
The Lord lift up His [approving] countenance upon you and 
give you peace (tranquility of heart and life continually).”   
 
We should be speaking blessings to our children and to our 
loved ones and to those who need blessing and love today, 
but we are not. To speak blessings to someone, look him/her 
in the eye, touch him/her if it is appropriate, or just stand 
humbly before or beside him/her as you say:  
 
“I bless you in the name of the Lord, and I speak all favor to 
you. I bless you and I ask that God will keep you and guide 
you and guard you all day long. I bless you in all that you 
will do today; I bless you in every conversation that you will 
have, and I bless your steps everywhere you travel today. I 
bless you in the name of the Lord.” 
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DIVORCE 
(Overcoming Its Pain and Loss) 

God’s intent for marriage was a joining together of one man 
to one woman, creating a new entity of one flesh. To separate 
one flesh and tear it into two pieces in divorce gives an idea 
of the pain divorce can cause. Divorce is a sad thing for 
children and for entire families. Many people are not in a 
position of wholeness themselves to be able to explain and 
nurture their children’s loss of family security. When 
children are involved, both parties have an obligation to 
spend a great deal of time with their children to nurture and 
listen to their pain while answering their questions with as 
much love and truth as possible. If there are children 
involved, they should be the number ONE priority of 
everyone involved in a marriage breakup. 
 
Can people have a ministry after divorce and remarriage? 
God forgives divorce and can still fulfill His original 
purposes in the one who has been divorced, but there are 
human and moral complications. A person who has known 
the sadness and pain of being divorced can reach a position 
of healing with God so that they can then counsel others with 
great wisdom. If a person has filed for a divorce with the 
desire to be free to marry someone else, wrong motives and 
agendas are usually involved. This person’s credibility is 
weakened when he or she is confronted by others who want a 
divorce instead of trying to work things out.  
 
This does not mean that the person who wanted a divorce to 
marry another person cannot ever be in ministry. But it will 
be much harder for that person to move into God’s plans in 
His timing in the right way because of human opinion and 
interference, as well as the condition of the divorced and 
remarried person’s heart/soul. Humans outside the divorce 
may have religious, personal, or legalistic motivations behind 
their counsel to the parties involved. If you are divorced or in 
the proceedings of a divorce, get your counsel from God or 
from someone who has experience with having lived through 
a divorce to eventually come out the other side without any 
bitterness or anger or unforgiveness. 
 
Here is a good guideline for whether or not a person is ready 
to minister again or even to remarry. It is easy to say you 
have forgiven your former spouse, but you can road test that 
statement this way: could you truthfully tell God that you are 
willing to do whatever He asks you to do for your former 
spouse, even sacrificing your own finances and dreams to 
help him/her achieve his/her dreams? You probably will not 
be asked by God to do that, but could you do it? 
 
The very best thing you can do after a divorce is to put your 
plans for remarriage or for ministry on hold and seek God’s 
face and His will as you dig into the Word and pray the 
binding and loosing prayers faithfully to root tiny hidden 
resentments and frustrations and big ugly bad feelings and 
unforgiveness from your soul. This will help you get closer to 

God and receive His healing and grace and mercy. Put 
everything else, except the welfare of your children, on hold. 
 
Declare right now that you do not want to lose weeks, 
months, or even years of having to work through the hard 
consequences of wrong decisions made during or following a 
divorce because you did not wait for God’s direction. Declare 
right now that you know you will grieve, but you want to be 
able to surrender that grief when God says it is time to pick 
up your oil of anointing and move on to where He tells you to 
go. Take a deep breath before you read the next sentence. 
Know that He may want you to stand for your marriage or, 
less often, He may not be asking you to stand for your 
marriage if that union was not His plans for you in the first 
place and your spouse truly wants out. Declare right now that 
you will not move ahead of Him but you will wait and delay 
any choices, decisions, or changes until He tells you to.

I Will Survive My Divorce—I Will Thrive in My 
Relationship with God 
Lord, you know my feelings about this divorce. Right now 
whether I’m the one who wanted it, or if I’m the one who 
didn’t want it, this is not the issue. What matters most is the 
condition of my soul. I now choose to pray the binding and 
loosing prayers about any defensiveness, resentment, or 
hardening that my heart has undergone. I know I cannot be 
healed, help anyone else, or move forward with you with a 
soul/heart filled with pain and neediness and questions. So I 
bind my will to your will, God. I declare that I know it is your 
will that I grieve only until you tell me to give it to you. I 
know it is your will that I open my wounds and needs to your 
healing, and that I release my questions that you may choose 
to answer or not. 
 
Help me to be there twenty-five hours a day if necessary for 
my children. Let your love and your nurturing pour through 
me to them. Help me put a watch on my words so that I will 
not say one negative word before them or anyone else about 
my departed spouse or about the former days of our 
marriage. I ask that you guide and lead and heal my former 
spouse. I will forgive him/her for anything and everything 
that has ever hurt me. I ask that you help him/her to forgive 
me in the same manner for the same things. 
 
I do not want to make him/her pay; I want to be healed. I do 
not want to get even; I want to be free. I want to become 
whole so that whatever he/she does from this day forward, it 
will not hurt or affect my feelings about him/her. I am 
determined to reach the point where I can truthfully and 
kindly ask you to bless, encourage, heal, and help my former 
spouse. You have said you will never leave me or forsake me 
and I am very grateful for that assurance. I will walk through 
this time, through the memories good and bad, and through 
the hard details of what I have undergone, what I must deal 
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with today, and what may come tomorrow. Thank you that 
you are a God who forgives, who heals, and who always has 
a 100 percent fresh “start over” for each one of us so that we 
can fulfill our destiny in you. Hold me close and heal me. I 
love you, in Jesus’ Name, Amen

He wants no payment or 
recommendation from our emotions. If you have no good 
feelings but you are willing, you are invited; therefore come! 
If you have no belief and no repentance, come to Him, and 
He will give them to you. Come just as you are, and take 
freely without money and without price. He gives Himself to 
needy ones. The drinking fountains at the corners of our 
streets are certainly appreciated. But we can hardly imagine 
anyone so foolish as to reach for his purse when he stands 
before one of them, crying, “I cannot drink because I have no 
money in my pocket.” However poor the man is, there is the 
fountain, and just as he is he may drink of it. Thirsty 
passengers, as they go by, whether they are fancy dressed or 
dressed in rags take freely of the water, asking no questions. 
The only people who might go thirsty on the street where 
there is a drinking fountain are those in limousines who may 
be very thirsty, but they cannot imagine subjecting 
themselves to getting a drink from a water fountain in the 
street. It would be too embarrassing for them to drink at this 
common fountain: so they ride on by pretending they don’t 
see or need anything to soothe their parched lips.  
 
There are many who are rich in their own good works and 
therefore do not think they need to come to Christ! They have 
no desire to be saved n the same way as a drug addict or a 
janitor or a gardener or a gang member might be saved. They 
think, “Is there no pathway to glory except the path which led 
the thief there? I will not be saved that way.” And they 
remain without any water of life to drink. Yet Jesus earnestly 
said with clarity and love, “Whosoever will, let him take the 
water of life freely.”

Questions and Answers 
I am a pastor’ wife, married over 30 years, and I have just 
begun to read your book shattering Your Strongholds. My! 
What a resource of knowledge! I am on my knees and going 
over my life, beliefs, and mind with a fine toothed comb. 
There are many difficult issues I have had to struggle with 
over the past three decades with my husband’s hard beliefs 
and stands on women. As I read SYS, I can’t help but see 
him in some of your writings. (As I’m sure you understand, 
we are all in my writings, Liberty). He has erected stronghold 
thinking around erroneous biblical teaching heard as a child, 
and he has walls of distrust and fear.  
 
We are from an extremely legalistic denominational 
background, but since 2000 we have disaffiliated ourselves 
from it. There was much teaching about women’s rebellion in 
cutting their hair and how they were dressing. My husband 
still is extremely distrusting of women, but is able to hide it 

to everyone but me. Our sons are the same. I have hurt and 
grieved and believed there was no hope for this belief. 
 
I had almost given up hope until I read your book and looked 
online about soul ties. My husband had a sexual relationship 
with a young woman as a teen ager before we were married. 
Please explain the extent of soul ties in this situation. 
(Fornication certainly is a wrong agreement between two 
people with an expected mutual benefit. If he is unaware of 
the soul ties and has done nothing to break them with this 
former sexual partner, they are probably still there. The tie(s) 
may be dormant at this time, but the right circumstances 
could bring them back “online” in his thought life, Liberty).     
 
Is it possible for me to pray to break soul ties in his life? (No, 
only those in the ties can break them. But you can bind his 
mind to the mind of Christ and loose the wrong patterns of 
thinking that led to the fornication agreement, Liberty).  
 
I want to shatter my stronghold thinking for my own mental 
and spiritual health, but I feel so extremely desperate, angry, 
and hopeless. This has gone on for generations and I am so 
tired of it. Please help me. (It is very important to understand 
that these principles will not necessary make things become 
what you wish or want or think they should be. The answers 
will be according to God’s best for everyone. Pray the 
binding and loosing prayers for yourself every day before 
you pray for anyone else. Remember what they say to you on 
airplanes: if the oxygen mask drops from the ceiling, put it on 
yourself before you try to help anyone else. If you pass out, 
you’re no help to anyone. 
 
Keep your prayers backed up and reinforced with reading and 
meditating on the Word every day. Seek God every day, 
rather than focusing upon looking for changes in your family. 
I am constantly trying to get people to see that if you get 
things in right order in your soul, the symptoms and other 
issues will be resolved. It won’t do any good to keep trying to 
kill flies if you don’t deal with the holes in your window 
screens. You can kill flies all day long, and they will keep 
coming through the holes. You have to deal with the holes. 
 
Keep praying the binding and loosing prayers for yourself 
every day with focus and belief that they are going to change 
your mind sets, religious bondage thinking, stronghold 
thinking, and the effects and influences of wrong agreements 
that you have made or that have impacted your life. Always 
pray the binding prayers first. 
 
As you pray for your husband and sons, keep your prayers 
pretty simple: bind their wills to God’s will, their minds to 
the mind of Christ, and their emotions and emotional 
reactions to the healing balance and control of the Holy 
Spirit. Loose the effects and influences of wrong agreements 
from them and loose cultural bondage thinking and religious 
bondage thinking from them. Loose the works of the enemy 
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from them; see 1 John 3:8. Let me know how things are 
going. I prayed for all of you today. Liberty)
