The Lord first revealed the principles of
praying with new binding and loosing prayers
in 1986. Since writing my first book (released
in December 1992), He has continued to teach
me arefining of these principles. One thing
about writing a book, you might change your
thinking, but the book stays just the same. It is
always interesting in 2002 to explain why yiy
are changing something you wrote in 1992!

In my first book, | stated that | believed that
the strongman mentioned by three of the
Gospel writers was Satan. Matthew 12:29
says, “Or again, how can anyone enter a
strong man’s house and carry off his
possessions unless he first ties up the strong
man? Then he can rob his house (NIV). Mark
3:27 says, “In fact, no one can enter a strong
man’s house and carry off his possessions
unless he first ties up the strong man. Then he
can rob his house” (NIV). Luke 11:21 says,
“When a strong man, fully armed, guards his
own house, his possessions are safe”” (NIV).
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My belief that this was Satan came from the many
teachings | had heard. Most deliverance ministries use
these versesto try to prove we can bind Satan.

Shortly after this came out in my first book, carved in
granite, | began to question this understanding. If we
could bind Satan, the thousands and thousands who have
been trying to do just this should have been able to stop
him somewhere, shouldn’t they? A few yearslater |
became certain that the strongman was not Satan. This
provoked the question of who was the strongman?

In early 2001, one of my staff members, Linda Cady,
became intrigued with my statements that the strongman
was not Satan. She began to research this sticky issue.
With Linda’'s permission, | share the following research
with some new views of my own. . . .

(Taken from: Power Leadership—Surrendered Souls
and Servant Attitudes chapter)

Theterm " spiritual burnout” is not a true description of
why some leadersfall away from their callings. The born
again human spirit cannot burn out. It is connected, by the
blood of Jesus, to the Spirit of its Creator and has access
to all eternal giftsthat the Holy Spirit givesto humans.

The human soul,on the other hand, hasfinite limitsto its
abilities. The mind isfinite, thewill isfinite, and the
emotionsarefinitein their carnal state. Finite meansthere
isan end. Infinite, such as our Savior’s attributes,
characterigtics, and power, means no ending. Asif it
wasn’t restrictive enough to have finite qualities to work
with, we do not use but perhaps a tenth of their potential.
The Christian leader who tries to accomplish great things
for God in hisor her own power will eventually burn out,
some even going down in flames. The Bible records

Paul’ s words regarding laboring for his Lord:

“We proclaim him, admonishing and teaching everyone
with all wisdom, so that we may present everyone perfect
in Christ. To this end I labor, struggling with all his
energy, which so powerfully works in me”” (Colossians
1:28-29, N1V). When you are struggling to fulfill your
destiny without the power of Christ’slife and energy in
you, you can struggle yourself right into soulish and
physical burnout. That leads to compromise, cutting
corners, recycling methods and messages, aswell as
learning how to use, sometimes even abuse, those who
want to help in whatever way they can.

could be renewed and sharpened. Teach them to loose
wrong patterns of thinking about not being useful to God
any more and get themselves ready to receive new
marching instructions from their Divine Leader.

Explain what the life change principles would look like in
your studentsif they implemented them in their lives, i.e.
“Would you like to feel free to offer ahelping hand or a
word of comfort to a complete stranger who looks
discouraged and depressed?” Or, “Would you like to be
ableto walk past agroup of people you used to be
intimidated by, knowing that you are not who they think
you are? Rather, you are who God saysyou are, “the
apple of Hiseye, His Son’ s bride, anew creature.” Here's
how we teach your soul to prepare for a new attitude.

Explain how the life change could impact their families.
Set up different family scenarios, such as rebellious
teenagers fighting with their parents. Teach the parents
how to pray for: their own souls; their reactions to the
teens, and for God' swill to be donein their teenagers
lives. Teach them that the key issue isto get everyone's
wills bound to the will of God, so that you are all
pursuing one Master Will. Teach them that they may have
never learned good parenting skills, but God is the best
parent ever and He is more than willing to share His
experience with them.

Personalize your teaching to touch the heart and life of the
hearers, i.e. do not teach senior citizens about loosing
wrong ideas about peer pressure and sex. Teach them to
bind their minds to the mind of Christ that their thoughts

(Taken from same chapter as above, but in The Teaching
Kid’s section). Teacher’s Illustration: | havetwo hats.
One hat (darker color) represents the soul man on the
inside of us. Did you know that our souls don’t
automatically think and act like Jesus would like us to?
We are born trying to get what we want and then trying to
get other peopleto treat us how we want them to. Thisis
because the unsurrendered soul hasn’t yet learned how to
surrender to the will of God yet. To surrender means to
“givein” When our soul is surrendered to God, we givein
to God and Hisway of thinking and acting. Thisis how
we look when we are thinking with our unsurrendered
soul (put the dark hat on).

This other hat (alarger white hat) stands for the “mind of
Christ.” Themind of Christ is always pure and righteous,
filled with loving, obedient, respectful, kind, patient
thoughts. It is clean and light. When we bind our mindsto
themind of Chrigt, it’slike we are putting on Christ’s way
of thinking (remove dark hat and put the white hat on

your head).

Now, let’s see what some of our thoughts look like. (Pull
out your soft pencil, 3x5 cards, and pins or tape.) Each of
you think some bad thoughts for just amoment. What
would be bad thoughts? Now I’ m going to write some of
these bad thoughts down on these cards and pin/tape them
to our unsurrendered soul man’s hat. (Once you get 5-6
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thoughts pinned/taped onto the hat, put it on and ask the
children how you look. Doesn’t your soul “hat” look all
messy and bad? Then unpin/untape the cards and give
them to the children with severa erasers.)

Now, we don’t want to think like this,. so let’ s*loose”
these bad thoughts that the soul man had. Just rub them
out. Go ahead, loose them with your eraser until they are
all gone.

(Then pick up the mind of Christ hat and put it on over
the black hat on your head.) The mind of Christisloving,
kind, obedient, respectful, and patient. (Say, “Now, | fed
so much better.”) Ask the children if they can think of
new, Christ-like thoughts to write on a card to take home
with them.

My designer (from my publishing company), Andy,
happened to be in England at that time visiting his family.
He volunteered to drive us down to London where we
would sightsee for aday and a half and then to Croyden
for more meetings.

Our last night in London, | was startled awake at 2:00 am
by someone knocking on my hotel door. | peeked out to
see an extremely distraught Andy. “I’ ve lost the keysto
thevan, Liberty, they’re gone. I’ ve looked everywhere!
We can’'t get the van out of the parking lot whereit’s
cogting $75 dollars aday, and I’ ve called about a new key
and it will take daysto get it here. They'll charge us $200
to drive areplacement van to us, and the replacement key
will cost . . .. W€ Il never get you to Croyden in time and
...." Worries and dollars and missed engagements were
pouring out of poor Andy’s mouth!

| said, “We'll find the key, Andy, don’t worry. Did you
look .. .." Andy interrupted me to relate how he had been
tearing his room apart for hours until he finally felt he had
to come and tell me. | said | would get my robe, and we
would go and wake up Marian and Evelyn in their room.
Then wewould al pray. Everything would be all right.
Andy stood forlornly out in the hall to wait for me.

Back in my room, | suddenly realized that this was very
much like the missing money incident earlier. | remember
clearly what God had said: “Things are not aways what
they seem. Learn that.” | felt an assurance that everything
would be fine, and that poor Andy was about to get a
lesson that we had al learned afew nights earlier. Soon
wewereal in Marian’s and Evelyn’s room praying with

great fervor. We bound Andy’s mind to the mind of
Christ, we bound hiswill to the will of God, and we
loosed anxiety, tension, and worry from him. We loosed
the enemy’ sinfluence from the situation, and we asked
God to guide us. We kept assuring Andy that things were
not always what they seemed, and we were sure that this
was the case with the missing keys. Andy was not sure at
all, but hetried to ook like he was for our sakes.

We decided to get dressed and make some plans. We
weren’t sure what plans, but | felt God was going to direct
us. Andy went back to hisroom to look for the keys one
more time. | had just finished dressing when | heard loud
banging on my door and muffled laughter. | opened the
door and there was Andy, Marian, and Evelyn, with huge
smiles on their faces. Andy was triumpantly holding up
wet car keys. “I found them, | found them,” he crowed.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

QUESTION: My friend shows me romantic feelings and
then turns away from me, telling me what hiswife should
look like—which is nowhere near my looks. | have

prayed your prayers from Shattering Your Strongholds
and the prayer for amate. | met him soon after. I’'m Indian
and he's Jewish. | feel so insecure and almost wish |
wasn't Indian. If thisis God'swill for the two of us—how
do | pray for him to see that? Sanni of Zambia

ANSWER: God never planned for you tobe unwanted by
the man He has always planned for you. Y our perfect
mate will be overhwhelmed with love for you. Please do
not let your soul cause you to fantasize or fixate upon
desiring this man, as he may not be God' s best for you. If
heisthe one, let him pursue you. It will happen if heis
God' s planned mate for you. Y ou are one of God's
specia daughters, Sanni, let Him bring you a prince of a
man who wants to make you his princess.

QUESTION: | have recently begun the binding and
loosing prayer methods suggested in “Breaking the
Power” ( very nice work on your part, by the way). For
the past two days | have started to feel duggish, and have
aloss of appetite. | am usually very energetic and EAT
ALL THE TIME. Isthis some form of resistance from my
soulish man as | am halfway through the book, but unable
to finish. Do you know why? Rev. Kevin

Rev. Kevin: The human soul is capable of pulling all
kinds of “tricks’ when it feels threatened. Breaking the
Power threatens the status quo of the unsurrendered soul.
| would suggest that you pray the page 30 prayer every
day. Even just reading the book is threatening to the soul,
because praying the prayers begins to dismantle the
unsurrendered soul’ s strongholds, walls, and self-defense
systems. We will pray for you and with you. These
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principles absolutely work! But your soul won’t surrender
without afight, and it has enlisted your body’ s help!
Don't worry, the prayers can break that agreement.

QUESTION: Our son talks about suicide and also has
problems with his sexuality. We are praying the binding
and loosing prayers for him and ourselves and for each
member of our family. It islike riding an emotional roller
coaster. We have your books and find them valuable.
Someone suggested that we should all bind the carnal
man. Isthis agood thing to do? Help us.

ANSWER: Binding is best used in the context of healing,
holding, undergirding, and causing fragmented piecesto
come back into one whole. There are probably some
serious flaws in his gender identity. Bind him to the truth
of who heis. Loose wrong beliefs and half-truths he has
accepted about who heis. Ask Jesusto imprint his gender
identity on his soul again, aswell as hisidentity in Him.

L oose wrong thought patterns FROM your son’s mind.
To loose meansto crush, smash, shatter, and destroy.
Also loose the effects and influences of any wrong
agreements from his soul. If you can pick up acopy of
Keys to Understanding FREEDOM, one of my newer
mini books, there is a section on praying for people with
homosexua struggles. God bless, Liberty

ANSWER: Everything you have described is related to
the unsurrendered soul. That iswhere all of the old word
curses, wrong beliefs, and wrong mind sets are
entrenched. They are protected by strongholds. The
believer who triesto find God' s answers, while he or she
is dragging around so much old “stuff,” is going to fail
over and over. The answer isto get the soul to surrender
its stuff to God. That iswhat these prayers accomplish.

Fifteen of those
years were spent struggling and giving up and crying out
to God. Finally He showed me how using the Keys of the
