A Burned Out Cop

Dear Sister Liberty: God bless you, the books you have
written have changed my life and helped many others that
I’'m aware of. | thank the Lord Jesus for what He has
revealed through you. | have had many unhappy things
happen in my life and ended up filled with anger and
unforgiveness. | hated my first wife with as much hate as
I’ve ever known. Thiswas very different for me, but felt
strangely empowering. Isn’t it strange how our soul will
seize onto the sins which are destroying us, holding them
up as a helpful “phase” in our lives?

This attitude served the enemy well. He did not have to
worry about me for the next fourteen years. | went from one
bad relationship to another, left my God-inspired career in
law enforcement, refused to go to church, began playing
music in bars. | told many | was having the time of my life.
Isn't it funny how death can appear to be life when we
intentionally shut ourselves off from the truth, God' s living
Word?

| began to grow cynical and thought everyone | met
must be out to “get one over on me.” This bitter attitude
caused meto lose my job. | was diagnosed with multiple
sclerosisin 1990 which caused problems in getting a new
job. Then | had a devastating relapse of the MS symptoms.
My right leg, right hand, and my speech were severely
affected. | had no insurance, no savings, no treatment
regimen, and no hope.

| ran into a brother in Christ, John Summer, and he
insisted upon praying for me. The idea that someone
thought | was worth praying for touched something in me
that | thought was dead. | began to feel awarmth in my
heart. Soon | was crying and thanking God, knowing He
was reaching out to me.

Five years ago, our 13 year old daughter (raised in the
church, baptized in water and the Holy Spirit) began
hopping freight trains, and using heroin. We had been
dealing with some rebellious attitudes and behaviours with
her at 12 yrs, but had no idea what kind of life she had
begunto live. She dept under bridges, in the bushes at
parks, in abandoned buildings, old squats, etc. She pan
handled for money to support her $150 day heroin habit.
She ate out of dumpsters, stole--and more.

During thistime, | fell to pieces. | prayed, prayed and
prayed. The more | prayed, the worse things became. The
enemy was able to speak loudly and clearly to me in ways
that seemed more true than the words of fellow Christians.
We have attended my church for 21 years and have been
through many things there. | was very hurt to learn that no
one seemed to want to support me. Those | thought | had
established relationships with over the years didn't know
how to deal with my problems. My tears made them
uncomfortable. If anyone did say anything, it wasin a
judgmental tone: "Don't pray that" "Don't say that" Don't
think that" "Must be sin in your life." | got to apoint that if
one more well-intentioned person said that "God won't give
you any more than you can handle" I'd punch them!!

It was difficult and confusing to me to see myself
falling apart. Our home was in a constant state of turmoil.
Blame was always lurking around somewhere. My son
withdrew. My daughter came and went--literally looking
like death and smelling like it, too. My husband kept
praying.

But | became angry. My anger scared me. | felt like it
was too big for any person to live with. | got to a point that
| shut down mentally, spiritually, and emotionally. | had
constant thoughts of suicide. | was convinced | was the
reason my daughter was ruining her life. | vividly
remember waking up one morning and deciding | was mad
at God. If thiswas the reward | was getting for believing,
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then | didn't want any more to do with God. Or my
marriage. Or being amother. In short, | moved out. | left
the kids with my husband, told him | didn't love him
anymore, and told them all | didn't want to be bothered by
any of them. | wanted peace and quiet. | wanted to live my
own life. My son was crushed, but | don't think | could
have cared if | tried. | was emotionally dead. | told my
husband | was going to divorce him and | l€ft.

One evening, a man from our church walked up to the
family home door, and knocked. My husband wasn't in the
mood to talk, but invited him in. This man handed my
husband your book Shattering Your Strongholds and said
that if he prayed as you instructed, he would see
breakthrough in many areas. Bob thought, “Oh
no...another book.” But he couldn't stop thinking about the
book, and he finally picked it up and began reading. He
couldn't believe what he was reading. He began praying in
ways he had never prayed before. The Lord told him |
would be home within 3 months, and that he was to forgive
me--for EVERY THING!!!!

In two and a half months, | was emotionally crushed in
awrong relationship. My husband invited me to come back
home. Out of confusion and guilt | moved back home, but
stayed in my daughter's room, with a promise that |1 would
leave at the first sign of control or anger from my husband.
That was almost three years ago. Today, our daughter is
home. Clean. Delivered from heroin, and beginning to
pursue the things of the Lord. 1t would take hours to tell all
the stories. We are afamily again. We credit the power of
the Lord working through your incredible teachings!!!

Currently, we have shared your teachings with dozens
and dozens of people. We are called often by people who
are dealing with rebellious children and they ask us how to
pray. We hand them your book and say, read this and begin
praying. Then we meet with them and pray with them.
Liberty, thank you is an inadequate word to cover the
immense feelings of gratitude we feel towards your
obedience to the Lord in writing down such valuable
teachings. Y ou are truly an amazing woman of God. Thank
you. Thank you. Thank you.

Questions & Answers

Question:| I just finished reading your book Shattering
Your Strongholds. | loved it. Would you recommend it to a
new Christian, or even to someone who has had an abusive
childhood, as away of leading them to Christ? My Pastor
believesthat it's too advanced for a new believer, and not
for someone unsaved. What do you think? Thank you and
God Bless you.

| have had many brand new believers contact me
with great excitement and understanding. Just yesterday, a
temp employee did some typing for me on SY S and she
said, “I thought the book was a little kooky when | started
out, but by the time I finished, | was so excited. | can see

how this could work and I'm trying it. I'm going to get my
daughter to read it, too!”

One person said they were given a copy and they tried
to read it and got mad and threw the book all over the place.
They tried to "lose" it, but it kept turning up. Five years
later(1), they finally gave up and sat down and read it. The
resulting testimony was, "How could | have let my soul keep
me from this truth, and the breakthrough I got, for so long!"
Liberty, I had afriend living at my house for
several weeks. She and | would share about certain
ministries and how God would deal with them because of
control and pride and other things. We weren't judging.
My sister said that maybe my friend and | had some soul
ties we had brought on. Please tell me what you think?
| find it interesting that you believe you were not
judging, yet you decided that God was going to deal with
these certain ministries that you felt were flawed. What do
you believe judging means? Y ou may well have set up an
opportunity for soul ties, as you certainly were coming into
wrong agreements. | hope you have a copy of Breaking the
Power and can go and read the chapter on Soul Power and
Soul Ties, aswell as praying the prayer on breaking Soul
Ties. | do commend you being concerned and for wanting
to know.

A friend and | are planning on facilitating a
class/group to read through SYS & BTP (possibly PTP).
We've experienced many breakthroughs in implementing
the principles in these books and want to facilitate the work
of the Holy Spirit in others. We do have a couple questions
that need to be clarified before we can proceed with
confidence. Question #1 from SYS pg 117. "A hard cold
fact that many Christians don't want to face is that
unforgiveness in your heart can send you to hell no matter
what else you are doing spiritually right." Does intentional
unforgiveness mean that a Christian loses their salvation
and goes to hell when they die? Or are you just
emphasizing the importance of forgiving? Also, wherein
Scripture is there backing for an individual to go to hell if
they do not forgive?

Thereis anew Liberty Savard Position Paper on
Unforgiveness on our web site. It will give you my position
from several points of view. Please check it out. God bless,
Rev. Liberty Savard (p.s. This continues to be a question of
great distress to many who feel that God would not refuse to
forgive those who refuse to forgive others. | urge everyone
to access the web site however you can and read this
position paper.)

There is a person who was a victim of a horrible
crime and thought their church would be supportive.
Instead the members and pastor attacked and accused this
person of causing thiscrime. | am at areal loss as to how
to help. What would you say?
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Answer: | Since we are dealing with anonymous people,
please keep in mind that | do not know this person. That is
really the first thing | want to address. Often we hear stories
from others that may be one-sided. | awaystry to
remember that what | am hearing in a situation like thisis
someone's version of someone else's story, without being
able to know God's version of the whole situation. In
always trying to keep that perspective, | find it comforting
to pray the binding and loosing prayers for everyone, with
the goal in mind that God's will would be done for and in
each one of them.

Some situations are so complex, and really have so
many sidesif it were all known, that only God knows what
should be done in them. | recommend that others agree that
God's will would be done as He has already determined and
established it to be in each life involved. Then | also pray
and bind each person to His will, bind their minds to the
mind of Christ, and bind their feet to the paths He wants
each oneto walk to full victory. This helpsto stabilize each
individual involved as God works out the details according
to His perfect understanding.

| pray and loose the following from each person
involved: wrong thoughts, wrong patterns of thinking,
wrong attitudes, the effects and influences of word curses,
wrong agreements regarding every person involved, and
stronghold thinking. Then | pray and ask God to pour truth
and grace and mercy upon every person. | find I must do
this every day with the many emotional outpourings |
receive in my mail and the prayer requests we receive in the
office.

| always have to remember that | am hearing one side
of an often many-sided, multiple-faceted, situation that
only God knows fully. Always remember, aswell, that you
will never de-victimize avictim by agreeing with and
encouraging their victim status. It takes great love to do
this with grace, but to not do it can cause you to enable
someone to remain in a victim mode of thinking. This only
perpetuates more bondage thinking which locks them in
with their pain and confusion and keeps God from healing
them with mercy and with truth. | hope this helps. Rev.
Liberty Savard
