When was the last 
time you seriously 

reminded yourself that your God is totally 
and complete Sovereign over everyone and 
everything in the universe and beyond? 
That means He can do anything He wants 
to do, any way He wants to do it, any time 
He wants to do it, to accomplish any 
purpose He wants to accomplish.  
 
A God who has that kind of universal, total 
power that no one else can overturn—does 
that sound scary to you? It probably would 
and should unless you really know Him. 
Notice the words KNOW HIM, which do 
not mean just knowing who He is. If you 
really KNOW HIM, you know that He 
loved the world so much that He wrapped 
himself in human flesh to come to earth to 
break the power of sin in your life and set 
you free to live with Him both right now 
and eternally. AND He gave you the option 
to choose that much greater life.   
 
Second Peter 3:9 tells us that He is not 
willing that anyone would miss out on that 
option. They just have to choose it. He 
wants everyone to know that all they have 
to do is trust and believe in Him.  
 
Politicians, world affairs, banks and credit 
card companies, and the terrorists and the 
criminals have done a pretty good job of 
trying to destroy the meaning of the word 
trust. But God’s response to any person’s 
trust in Him has not changed! When 

you learn to trust Him completely, He will never disappoint 
your hope and expectation that He will work things out for 
your good. The only difficult part you might have with this 
previous sentence is that you also have to trust Him to be 
doing all that in spite of what you see happening around you. 
 
The words trust and believe mean to have full confidence in 
something even when you are not able to see, smell, hear, 
taste, or touch it. The words trust and believe mean that you 
have something or someone, beyond yourself, that you can 
depend upon. These words mean you are willing to accept 
something as truth without tangible proof. The skeptic says, 
“Show me the proof, and then I still might not trust what you 
are saying.” The believer says, “Tangible proof or not, in 
spite of what I see around me, I trust and believe that God is 
in full control of working this all out for my good.” 
 
I’m fairly sure if you are reading this newsletter that you 
would say you do trust and believe in the Lord. Consider 
what that means. Real trust and belief is unshakable 
regardless of what is happening around you in every 
direction! So, how do you learn to trust? 
 
Have you had experiences with God where you knew beyond 
a shadow of a doubt that when you were in a difficult 
predicament, He showed up and changed everything for the 
better? Have you the experience of being filled with fear and 
doubt and then sensed His warm presence and an infilling of 
calm and peace? Are you sure you are aware of all the small 
prayers you’ve prayed that He answered and then you may 
have taken them for granted? 
 
Have you ever sat down in desperation and tried to find 
answers or peace in the Bible and you found a verse or 
grasped a deeper meaning to a passage that you had never 
seen before? And you just knew that everything would be all 
right. This is how trust and belief in God is built within your 
soul (in spite of its unsurrendered state!).  
 
Hebrews 13:5-6 tell us that, “[God] Himself has said, I will 
not in any way fail you nor give you up nor leave you without 
support. [I will] not,[I will] not, [I will] not in any degree 
leave you helpless nor forsake nor let [you] down ( relax My 
hold on you)! [Assuredly not!] So we take comfort and are 
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encouraged and confidently and boldly say, The Lord is my 
Helper; I will not be seized with alarm [I will not fear or 
dread or be terrified]. What can man do to me?” 
 
One more verse: God himself said, “I know what I’m doing. I 
have it all planned out—plans to take care of YOU, not 
abandon YOU, plans to give YOU the future YOU hope for” 
(Jeremiah 29:11, The Message). 
 
The world is becoming a pretty scary place in these final 
days. That is why God has placed so many Scriptures in the 
Bible to reassure you that you do not need to worry and stress 
over ANY of them. He has them under control. As things 
seem to be spinning out of control all around the world, 
realize that you don’t have to understand them any more than 
you need to understand why there is air around you to breath. 
There just is, and God just is in control.  
 
Read and reread Isaiah 55:8-11, “(8)For My thoughts are not 
your thoughts, neither are your ways My ways, says the Lord. 
(9)For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My 
ways higher than your ways and My thoughts than your 
thoughts. (10)For as the rain and snow come down from the 
heavens, and return not there again, but water the earth and 
make it bring forth and sprout, that it may give seed to the 
sower and bread to the eater, (11)So shall My word be that 
goes forth out of My mouth: it shall not return to Me void 
[without producing any effect, useless], but it shall 
accomplish that which I please and purpose, and it shall 
prosper in the thing for which I sent it” (Amplified).  
 
Aren’t you glad that we do not have to figure out what He 
should do and then be His advisor until He gets it all worked 
out? 
 
Regardless of what you are seeing on television, hearing on 
the radio, or reading in the newspaper, things have not spun 
out of God’s control. He knows the source of every single 
thing happening in the world today. That’s His job. Your job 
is to dig into knowing Him more and more. Not just knowing 
about Him, although that is good, too. Make sure you know 
how to pray to bind yourself to Him and loose all your fearful 
thinking, your worried thoughts, and your misconceptions 
about Him.  
 
Always remember that the word bind means several good 
things, two of those things being to obligate yourself to 
(God’s will in everything) and to steady and stabilize 
yourself and to put on your spiritual seat belt!! 
 
Make sure you know how to bind your family members to 
His will and loose their preconceived (wrong) ideas about 
God and your faith in Him and other Christians, as well. Also 
loose the effects and influences of the wrong agreements 
your family members have made and loose and destroy the 
works of the enemy from them (1 John 3:8). Pray this prayer: 

Father, I thank you that I can bind my will to your will, my 
mind to the mind of Christ, and my emotions to the healing 
balance and comfort of the Holy Spirit. That is how I steady 
and stabilize myself with you against whatever these 
unsteady and unstable days might bring. I bind my family 
members to your will, the mind of Christ, and the healing 
balance and comfort of the Holy Spirit.  
 
I loose, smash, crush, and destroy all rationalizing and 
justifying of preconceived ideas that I might have or that 
my family has learned to believe about God. I loose all 
deception and denial from my soul and from their souls. I 
loose the works of the enemy from myself and from them. 
 
Thank you for giving me the Keys of the Kingdom to pray 
this way. Thank you that I don’t have to figure out the 
future; I just have to keep getting to know you better and 
better today. I just need to believe everything you have said 
you are doing for me and my family, whether or not I 
understand what that is going to end up looking like. Amen

The Freedom of Forgiveness11 

• Mark 11:25 (Amplified), “And when you stand praying, if 
you have anything against anyone, forgive him, and let it 
drop (leave it, let it go), in order that your Father Who is 
in heaven may also forgive you your [own] failings and 
shortcomings and let them drop.” 

• Integrity comes from the word integrate, meaning your 
beliefs, words, and actions need to be perfectly integrated. 
If you say you love Him, your actions must be to love and 
forgive others. 

• On a wall in Folsom prison, “If you can’t do the time, 
don’t do the crime.” Why are so many believers in prisons 
of their own making doing the time for somebody else’s 
crime against them? 

• Why should you forgive a molester, a rapist, or an abuser? 
Because God says this is how you remove yourself from 
the equation of pain, anger, and fear that you’ve not known 
how to get free from. 

• Begin dealing with your unforgiveness by praying the 
binding and loosing prayers for yourself, particularly 
loosing any wrong thinking towards the other person. 

• If you refuse to forgive, you end up bound to your 
transgressor unable to move forward any faster than you 
can drag that person and his/her offenses along with you. 

• Do not confuse having to walk out the consequences of 
something you have done wrong with whether or not God 
has forgiven you for having done it. 

• Forgiveness is like taking an emotional shower. 
 
Understanding Soul Power and Soulish Prayers(12) 
• Your soul and your spirit are two separate entities existing 

within your body. As a believer, your born-again spirit is 
now connected to the Spirit of God. 

• Satan desires to control human soul power for spreading 
wickedness among mankind which is why he always tries 
to interfere with your attempts to surrender your soul. 

• After Adam and Eve suffered spirit-to-Spirit separation in 
the Garden, God had to reduce the power of their souls 
because there no more Spirit-to-spirit safety guards on 
them. Do you know what this means? 

• Why should people want what a believer “has” if they see 
believers get just as angry and stressed out as they do?  

• The renewal process in your soul is like an urban release 
project and old junk that has to be torn down, loosed, and 
thrown out. Natural and spiritual restoration always starts 
at ground zero. 

• You need to loose soul ties formed with former sexual 
partners to keep that other person from fantasizing about 
you and the former things you did together. 

• Read Deuteronomy 30:6 and ask yourself if you want God 
to do that same surgery on the walls of your heart/soul 
without your cooperation? 

• Or, do you want to begin loosing the calluses from your 
heart/soul as best as you can right now? 
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The Incredible Power of Agreement13 
• Agreement is a law just like gravity is a law. Right and 

godly agreement results in light and good. Wrong ungodly 
agreement results in darkness and evil. 

• We need to be in agreement with the reality of situations 
we are facing. God wants us to learn that things are not 
always what they seem to be. 

• Unchallenged large-scale wrong agreements can cause 
generation after generation to share consequences. 

• You cannot rebuke consequences. Every wrong word or 
behavior has a negative consequence. God’s grace will 
NOT keep you from having to walk through the 
consequences of your deliberate wrong choices. 

• The conscience is part of the soul. It is strengthened by the 
Word and by right choices and moral practices. It is 
weakened and seared by repeated acts of sin and 
wrongdoing. 

• There are times when you submit to authorities only 
because you have to. What is the difference between this 
kind of submitting and choosing to surrender to God? 

• Obedience in the world says I will obey you as long as 
there is something in it for me. True obedience says I will 
obey God whether I get something or have to give up 
everything; I will obey Him whether I live or I die. 

• Disobedience causes your soul to become rigid and 
legalistic, blocked from hearing from God and from 
receiving healing and peace from God. 

• If God has to pressure you to position you for your destiny, 
His pressure can get pretty intense when destiny purposes 
are at stake. 

 
Understanding and Breaking Soul Ties(14)

 

• Soul ties are the result of wrong agreements between 
people that seem to promise perceived benefits to those 
involved. 

• Many do not understand the concept of real freedom which 
is the escaping of the grasp of anything attempting to 
control, trap, ensnare, addict, enslave, or program you.  

• Sometimes God does not answer your prayers because the 
answer you want would enable you to stay right where you 
are–comfortable and in control. 

• Sometimes God places growth inhibitors in your life as 
safety measures when you’re not in the right place yet to 
jump into your full destiny.  

• People with a lot of unmet needs in their lives gravitate 
towards each other or towards extremely strong people 
they feel will protect them. How can you detect these 
personal motives in others? 

• Perceived benefits in wrong agreements can range from 
soulish prayers to seeking personal support and taking 
sides to avoiding blackmail to fornication. 

• Husband and wife need to relate to God first and then to 
each other. If you have a soul tie with your mate, you 
almost always push God out of the equation of a successful 
marriage. 

• You cannot loose or cut a soul tie in someone else’s life, 
but there is something powerful you can do. 

 
The Dangers of Toxic Thinking (3) 

• Toxic thinking has terrible consequences. Long-term anger 
and stress cause releases of chemical into your bloodstream 
that sear the organs in your body like acid on metal. 

• Chronic stress and tension cause your blood vessels to 
severely constrict, hindering oxygen and nutrients getting 
to your organs/tissues and metabolic waste being carried 
away. That waste accumulates in your muscles and joints. 

• Some people think they thrive on stress, not realizing they 
are making withdrawals from their body at a very high rate 
of interest.  

• Depression is a toxic emotional/psychological/physical 
state that if untreated causes damage to your body. David 
said (Psalm 32:3), “When I keep it all inside, my bones 
turned to powder, my words became daylong groans. The 
pressure never let up; all the juices of my life dried up.”  

• Physiological stress and toxic emotions can cause $1000 
worth of damage to your brain cells over 2 cents worth of 
anger and frustration with another person. 

• You cannot bind yourself to peace and calm. But you can 
bind your mind to the mind of Christ and then loose what 
to begin to receive His peace? 

• You cannot bind yourself to courage or confidence, but 
you can loose fearful thoughts that tear at your confidence 
in God. 

• Use your Keys of the Kingdom payers the minute you need 
help. Don’t wait until later or when you get home.  

 
Physical Healing4 
• Your unsurrendered soul can block divine healing: 

Proverbs 14:30 (Amplified) tells us, “A calm and 
undisturbed mind and heart (the soul) are the life and 
health of the body, but envy, jealousy, and wrath are like 
rottenness of the bones.” 

• Wrong thoughts in your soul can provide access to a 
natural attack (bugs, infections, viruses, etc.) or a demonic 
attack in your body—as well as accidents. 

• Sickness, and disease can originate in your body from 
physical causes, soulish problems, or a demonic attack, but 
they can remain in your body because of wrong input, 
wrong mindsets, or a continual recycling of wrong words. 

• Regarding your bad health, you may be in a reaping cycle 
from wrong agreements you have sown or accepted when 
others sowed them in your past. What will help most? 

• How can a born-again Christian have an emotional or a 
mental breakdown? 

• There does not appear to be any New Testament passage 
where any of the disciples or Jesus prayed for healing or 
asked God to heal someone. Nor was anything said about a 
level of faith or state of sin before Jesus healed people.  

• What is God’s natural answer for what we have done to 
ourselves with stress, unforgiveness, and other abuses?
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• What are the three Scriptures God used to pull Liberty 
from her self-induced, pain-pill fogginess she learned 
would dull the pain of her hip replacement, the loss of her 
parents, her pancreatitis surgery, and her Graves Disease? 

 
Spiritual Warfare, Servant Leadership, and Praying for 
Leaders Worldwide15 
• The enemy greatest weapon is his power to deceive you 

when you are operating in a soulish realm. 
• First John 3:8 tells us that Jesus came to destroy the works 

of the enemy. The words loose (in Matthew 16:19) and 
destroy are identical in the original Greek.  

• We cannot bind or loose Satan himself. But we can destroy 
the assignments and the works he tries to bring against us 
and those we are praying for.  

• If you going into a demonically challenged area to visit or 
minister, be sure that you are well prepared by being 
freshly filled up with the Word. Don’t just read the parts of 
the Word that speak of your power over Satan. What parts 
should you focus upon? 

• A good leader must never develop a following of wounded 
people who have become dependent upon him or her.  

• There is a temptation to consider authority and power 
necessary to be a strong leader. It does not take a lot of 
authority and power to take the hand of a wounded lamb 
and lead him or her into growing up in Christ. 

• Never become so spiritually high minded that you forget 
the human needs of your people.  

• Treat everyone with respect whether you like them or not.

Negotiating Forgiveness Devotion 
by Jon Walker of Saddleback Church 

In surfing the Internet, I was drawn to this excellent 
devotional out of Jon Walker’s new book (see live link at end 
of article if you want to order from Saddleback online): 
 
For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your 
heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not 
forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins 
Matthew 6:14-15 (NIV). 
 
When it comes to forgiveness, we’re tough negotiators. We 
open with an offer like, “I’ll forgive you, if . . . .” Then we 
follow with a subtle concession that sounds like a confession: 
“I can’t forgive her until she learns her lesson.” 
 
When we think the other side is stonewalling, we take off the 
gloves: “If I forgive him, he’ll just think he got away with it.” 
 
We think we’re negotiating for God; we think we’re 
negotiating for their souls; we think we’re negotiating for 

justice, when all we’re really doing is negotiating for control 
over the situation.  
 
Truth says we can’t conduct these negotiations. We’re 
ambassadors of the King, and we represent not our own but 
the King’s intentions as well as His character. The King says 
forgive and that means we forgive. See the period at the end 
of the previous sentence? We forgive. 
 
The King’s instructions are clear and unambiguous: If you 
forgive those who sin against you, then the King will forgive 
you for your sins against him. If you don’t forgive those who 
sin against you, then the King won’t forgive you for your sins 
against Him. No room for negotiation there. 
 
Anything else, such as saying, “I’ll forgive him, if . . .” isn’t 
really forgiving; it’s just negotiating, and God’s court of 
justice will not recognize contracts made without kingly 
authority or permission. 
 
The question is not should, if, or can someone be forgiven; 
the true question is will you make the choice to forgive?

Questions and Answers 
Dear Liberty, It’s Marian again from Canada needing a bit 
more advice. I don’t know who else to talk to so as to not 
dishonor my husband. He doesn’t want to work, and he’s full 
of fear and anger. He is neglecting himself terribly. Last year 
I actually left the house with no desire to go back except for 
the children because of his extreme outbursts of anger. He 
can make me feel loved one minute, and then flies into a rage 

the next. I have seen great breakthroughs in him through 
binding and loosing prayers and I continue to pray, but there 
is such intense sadness and disappointment in me that is 
getting harder for me to hide. Help! 
 
Marian: There may be some medical issues behind his 
behavior. You should definitely continue to pray the binding 
and loosing prayers for yourself and for your husband. In 
fact, I hope you are praying these prayers very consistently 
for yourself and your children first of all. You say you saw 
improvement with the binding and loosing prayers, but now 
you are losing any desire to go on because you don’t see God 
doing anything in him.  
 
This is your own time table and expectations that are 
disappointing you. I understand wanting to see some 
improvement, but as long as you are praying those prayers 
for your husband without interjecting any personal judgment, 
opinions, or critical words into them, I promise that God is 
working behind the scenes. Give Him your faith and trust and 
let Him do what He wants to do in a way that will produce 
the best results for everyone. 
 
That doesn’t mean you don’t have a right to be concerned 
and even “complain” to God—just don’t do it in your binding 
and loosing prayers for your husband. Keep those prayers 
pure and clean, free of personal opinions and expectations. 
Spend as much time as you can in the Word to reinforce what 
you are praying. Ask God for direction and guidance. I 
prayed for all of you today.
