Watch Out for Discour agement!

“Expect a valley after a mountain top experience
with God!” I'vewondered if thiswastrue, or if it was
setting people up for a self-fulfilling prophecy. It
probably istrue—BUT you don’t haveto go there! In the
Old Testament, courage generally means to prevail, to be
firm, to withstand, to beresolute. The word courage
generally means confidence in the New Testament.
Confidence in God gives you courage and boldness to
stand wherever He wants you to take a stand.

Following our first large conference last fall, | was
“warned” by well-meaning friendsto watch out for the
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inevitable “valley” that would surdy follow. | paid little
attention, resolved to hold thevictory | felt, but forgot to
occupy the land of my soul with the same resolve. | went
on the road for two weeks immediately following the
conference and when | came home, within hours
everything facing me seemed excessively difficult. My
sense of accomplishment disappeared, my outlook for
future victories plummeted, and | dowly sank into a pit
of discouragement. | clearly remember the first Saturday
in December of last year, approximately three weeks
later, as| sat in my home methodically planning out how
to pull out of my traveling ministry, close down my
offices, release my staff, and retreat to my home to write.
Then | heard God speak to me, saying, “ That is exactly
what ‘they’ want you to do.”

| have always had a stubborn streak that arises
whenever | feel | am being manipulated into doing
something others are trying to get meto do. | jumped up
and shouted, “Then | won't do what ‘they’ want me to
do. I'll keep doing what you have set in place for meto
do with the offices and the staff you have given, and go
forth with all of your promises, God!”

| felt a huge cloud of darkness quickly rise up off of
me and disappear. | had not even known it existed until
it was gone. | began to recognize that whenever | would
come off a successful road trip, | would battle despair,
discouragement, and hopelessness. | knew then that the
territorial oppression over the Sacramento area was much
heavier than | had realized. | shared thiswith my staff
and some of the board prior to my last trip out of town.
They determined to begin to help pray against the
oppression | would face as soon as | returned home.

Thenight | returned (a week ago) from Alabama
where the victories were tremendous, | was sitting in my
living room thinking of all that had happened. | became
aware of asmall cloud of discouragement. | immediately
said, “ Oh noyou don’t! I’m not going there! | bind my
mind to your mind, Jesus, and | bind my will to your will,
God. | loose all power tactics of any demonic influence
or oppression —territorial, local, big or little or others—I
looseit all from myself, my ministry, my family, and my
staff. | will not be dis-couraged, | will en-cour age
myself in you, Lord. | have full confidence and trust in
your goodness, mercy, grace, power, wisdom, and plans
for me. Thank you, God.”

In John 21:18, Jesustold Peter: “1 tell you the truth,
when you were younger you dressed yourself and went
where you wanted; but when you are old you will stretch
out your hands, and someone else will dressyou . . .”
(NI1V). In other words, Peter would be so old someday,
he would not be able to care for himself and others would
haveto. In Acts 12:1-6, we read that Herod the king
killed James (the brother of John) and seeing that it
pleased the people, he took Peter prisoner to do the same.
Verse 6 says, “ And when Herod would have brought him
forth, the same night Peter was sleeping between two
soldiers, bound with two chains: and the keepers before
the door kept the prison” (KJV).

Peter, knowing that he was being held for execution
plans, lay down between two soldiers and slept—so
soundly that an angel had to hit him in the next verseto
wake him up. Peter had driven down a“tent stake” that
he was going to be an old man someday, so he knew that
he could not be executed while he was till young.

| have driven down a “tent stake” in memory of the
first Saturday of December 1998 when | realized the dis-
cour agement the forces of darkness were pressing down
upon me. | have made the choice to never forget the
breakthrough | had with God that day. | chooseto
always remember that discouragement, doubt, despair,
hopel essness, fear, and every other negative emotional
feeling | may fed DOES NOT COME FROM GOD.

God never uses such negative emotional feelings
to guide us, teach us, or direct us.
Establish that thought in your mind!
Determine that you will automatically loose these
negative emotional reactions out of your soul and
you will loose the power tactics of the enemy
whenever heistrying to force them upon you.

To en-courage means to try to give cour age;
to dis-courage meansto try to takecour age away.
Just as en-able meansto try to give ability;
dis-able meansto try to take ability away.
Be aware that your words have power.

Thereistoo much en-couraging and en-abling in
God' s promises to you for you to have to be constantly
undoing dis-cour aging and dis-abling from the enemy
from yourself. Stop downloading the enemy’s voice
mails, e-mails, and snail mails, and you won’t have to
clean up thefall out from them! Affirm now that God is
for you, God wants you to be en-couraged, en-abled,
empowered, and assured of His love towards you.
Anything that doesn’t fit into that list is not worth your
examination and analyzation. Just looseit and get back
to His destiny plans for you.

Faith and Fear

To understand God' s truth means your self-
perceptions of something become aligned with God's
reality of the thing being perceived (Thayers). When was
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the last time you ran a reality check on your perceptions
of God’'s Word?

Faith and fear are two areas of extreme teachings
about what God has said that are setting up many for
delusion and doubting of God' s faithfulness. Faith is
being taught as a force, as a weapon to use against Satan,
and as a means of “spiritual financing” for what the
human soul wants. Charismatic teachers often say that
faith is atangible spiritual force with the ability to
produce natural substance.

Regenerated human spirits have no room for fear within
themsel ves—because they are filled with the Spirit of
Christ. Fear isan emotional voice mail or e-mail from
your soul that says: No trust and confidence in God.
Fear isa symptom of an unresolved issuein the soul
churning out emotional confusion, doubt, and lack of
trust. Aslong as such unresolved issues exist, the enemy
can pressure them with copycat circumstances of the
situations that birthed them in thefirst place. Fear is not
an evil spirit. You cannot be delivered of alack of trust.
Nor can you have wrong thinking, damaged emotions,

Paul used the Greek word hypostasis for substance in
Hebrews 11:1 (faith is the substance of things hoped
for . ..), which means a steadfast mind having

cour age, resolve, confidence, and trust in God’s
goodness (Thayers). Nothing hereimplies atangible
substance produced by positive thinking!

and unresolved issues cast out of your soul. You choose
to dismantle your soul’ s self-defense systems (see 2 Cor.
10:3-5) to give God voluntary access to heal you.

What Has God Really Said?

New Testament Greek almost always defines faith as
having trust and confidence in the goodness, wisdom,
and power of God. Thismeans| don’t have to figure out
how to save the world, my family, my ministry, my bank
account, or my reputation—nor do | have to save myself
from the devil. | just need to trust and obey what God
truly hassaid. Truefaith isa place of rest and peace
because it trusts an omniscient, omnipotent, omnipresent
God to take care of al of the details

Regardless of how much *faith’ we think we have,
disobedience to what God has said (such as Eph. 4:26,

“ Do not let the sun go down on your anger” ) creates
access for Satan to get in the details of our self-agendas!
Isthere a Christian alive who has not gone to bed angry
and then tried to rationalize and justify having done so?
How often must God wonder, “ What part of Eph. 4:26
don’t they get?” Rationalizing and justifying build
strongholdsin our souls, and Eph. 4:27 (AMP) tells of
their consequences. they give the devil room, foothold,
and opportunity in our lives. Satan uses such accessto
attack believersin spite of their authority in Christ.

Authority can be useless when open doors of access
are continually presented to an enemy. Military leaders
know thereisn't a smart enemy alive who won't use such
doorsto attack, slash, and burn—and Satan will, too.

Fear is another subject of extreme teachings today.
Many people have been taught that there is a demonic
spirit of fear. Thisusually comesfrom 2 Timothy 1:7,

“ God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power,
and of love, and of a sound mind” (KJV). TheNIV is
clearer, “ God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a
spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline.” Thayer’s
defines pneuma (spirit) as used in 2 Timothy 1:7 to mean
“being filled with the same spirit as Christ, and by the
bond of that spirit to be intimately united to Christ.”

God has said that our souls are key factorsin His
plans which are much larger than our personal need for
comfort zones. He has said, "If My people who are
called by My name will humble themselves (their souls),
and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked
ways (of their souls), then | will hear from heaven, and
will forgive their (souls'’) sin and heal their land” (2
Chron. 7:14, NKJ). If you think you are exempted from
that Scripture because you don’t have any “wicked
ways,” the Hebrew word for wicked (ways), ra’, includes
the characteristics of being disagreeable and unkind to
others. Hello?

God has said that His people turning away from
wrong attitudes and self-center edness would bring
about the healing of their land.

God has not said warring directly with Satan and his
demons would heal their land.

In Daniel 9 (AMP), Danid prayed and confessed the
corporate wrong agreement of God’ s people in captivity
in Babylon: * We have sinned and dealt perversely and
done wickedly and have rebelled, turning aside from
Your commandments and ordinances (vs. 5) . . . . We
have not earnestly begged for forgiveness and entreated
the favor of the Lord our God, that we might turn from
our iniquities, and have understanding and become wise
in Your truth” (vs. 13).

At thistimein the Bible, the captive Israelites had
been and were till coming into wrong agreements about
what God was saying to them through His prophets.
These wrong agreements had created “legal” grounds for
Satan to establish aterritorial dominion over them—
controlled by the demonic prince of Persia. Wrong
agreement always gives right of accessto Satan’s
workings.
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Daniel sought right agreement with God through
repentant praying and confessing the sins of his people,
and God swiftly sent archangels Gabriel and Michael to
take out the prince of Persia. Far too many believers are
wanting to achieve " power-Christian” statusin
themselves for warring in the heavenlies, rather than
working to surrender and submit themselves in humility
to be servants of God. God wants us to humble ourselves
and submit our willsto Him. He has not called usto
bypass Him and go directly to ordering Satan around.

Ephesians 3:9-10 (NKJ) tells usthat God plans “ to
make all see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which
from the beginning of the ages has been hidden in God
who created all things through Jesus Christ; (vs. 10) to
the intent that now the manifold wisdom of God might
be made known BY THE CHURCH to the principalities
and powersin the heavenly places” There arethe same
demonic forces asin Ephesians 6:12, “ For we wrestle not
againgt flesh and blood, but against principalities,
against powers, against the rulers of darkness of this
world, against spiritual wickednessin high places.”

God's manifold wisdom in Ephesians 3:10 will be
made known (through the Church) to principalities,
powers, and rulers of darkness when the body of Christ
comes into alignment with 2 Chronicles 7:14 to humble
themselves and pray (using Daniel 9:5-13 as a pattern for
prayer). This appears to be the exact opposite of the
Charismatic “ power-Christianity” being modeled today.

What if God’s manifold wisdom isto use His own
servant-natured children as vessels of His power
to take Satan down? Would that not be
the ultimate humiliation for Satan who surely
wants an all out, final war with heaven itself?

If Christian believers could just seetheir lives
through the perspective of such a plan, could it not help
clarify what must be put off and put away of wrong
understandingsin each of usin order to be a part? |
believe God has said: “ If you want to get everything that
you pray for, just pray right prayers.” Right prayers
want Hiswill done. He only asks us to be an instrument
to transmit Hiswill through. He prefersto do all of the
power stuff himself!

The
heart isthe soul, and even if we say it istotally towards
Him, He is the only one who knows what may till be
hidden within it that resistss Him. But God can always
use us as long as we are pressuring our souls to surrender
and to pursue His will the best we know how.

the words of our mouths, we loose ALL personal

agendas, beliefs, and mindsetsin our souls, we take down
the “high things’ our soulswould exalt against our full
knowledge of God (2 Corinthians 10:3-6).

Dear Liberty, | have finished reading SYS

and BTP. | can’'t seem to get enough. | enjoy everything
I’veread, and I’ ve been using the training wheels prayers
and things are happening. | know | am doing something
right, but find myself confused about some thingsin
different areas. | have had problemswith rejection and
insecurity. Arethese symptoms or strongholds?
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Answer ;| Rejection and insecurity are symptoms of
deeper sources of unmet needs, unhealed hurts, and
unresolved issues—sources that are protected by
strongholdsin an attempt to prevent further pain.

It isn't always important to know exactly which
“source’ isthe cause, asit may be an overlapping of all
three. The important thing isto know that something is
causing the symptoms you have mentioned. Thereis
nothing humanly possible to get rid of them on a
permanent basis. The only thing that can permanently
deal with such symptomsisto work on allowing access
into the deepest part of your soul, protected by stronghold
thinking, so God can enter in and heal the SOURCES.

God desires a voluntary surrendering of your defense
systems of stronghold thinking patterns: rationalizing,
justifying, and defending why you are the way you are,
who isto blame, and why you can't change. Y ou need to
be praying with a focused understanding of what you are
doing. Some peopleread or pray the words without any
real involvement. | tell people to focus on every word
they are praying with the expectation that something is
going to change within them to let God get deeper within
their soul's defense systems. Y ou now need to become a
little more intense about what you are doing and what
you are believing God to do.

"1 bind my will to your will, God." Think about
what you actually believe you are doing when you pray
this. Areyou just hoping Hiswill will override your will
and keep you from making wrong decisions? Or, are you
believing that you are bringing your will around to His
will and causing your soul to begin to die to its own
agendas?

"1 bind my mind to your mind, Christ." Think
about what you actually believe you are doing. Areyou
hoping that His thoughts will override your thoughts?
Or, are you wanting to stop thinking about old offenses,
stop analyzing why you don’t think you can forgive, and
get through to getting free?

"1 loose stronghold thinking from my soul.” Do
you really want to stop rationalizing and justifying your
feelings of being unfairly treated, and to stop denying
that you may be the one who has been holding you in
bondage?

Areyou ready to let go of some very familiar
patterns of thinking you may have had all your life, or do
you just want relief from the consequences of wrong
patterns of thinking? Please pray about these questions
and listen to what God saysto you.
