O S just right—delivered in His perfect
timing and according to His perfect purposes. How

grateful | am that binding and loosing principles have
helped me grasp the reality of this truth.

God knowswhat He is doing and when to do
it, in spite of what we think He should do!

For some time now, we have asked you to pray with us
about the timing on an office/ministry center. | haveto
constantly bind myself to God'stiming as LSM takes
new steps. | aways think I'm ready for thingsto arrive
or happen or begin before God seems to think | am.
Bound to Hiswill and His timing, though, I’m more and
more able to wait, receive, and appreciate with peace.

For years, LSM has been located in my three-bedroom
home where | had just enough room to sleep and get to
the refrigerator, the microwave, and the bathroom. The
kitchen counter/breakfast bar held the electric typewriter,
paper cutter, and supply of extrabook covers.

(Liberty says): | have been so aware of the many
“unknown” messengers in the body of Christ over the
past four years in the different places | have traveled to.
These “unknown” messengers may not have the formal
training, opportunities, or ministry contacts one might
expect; they may not have the style, charisma, or
education one might expect. But when you learn how to
look past what they don't seem “to have” in place for
Kingdom ministry, you see the uniqueness of their
Kingdom destiny for God’ s purposes in these end times.

These people will not rely on their own strength, 1ooks,
family name, special talents, natural abilities or
influence. They will know that God has manifested a
precious deposit of His anointing in them to accomplish
what He tells them to do, and they will do it according to
Hisinstructions and His empowerment.

God is preparing these end time messengersto rise up al
over. The sooner they learn how to cooperate with this
final-alignment preparation work, the sooner their
bodies, souls and spirits will come into alignment for end
time assignment.

Frequently God has me tell them “who” they are. While
we are al called to be ministers of the Gospdl, there are
some with a particular “end-times calling” who are
nearly as shocked to have this confirmed as are those
who know them but haven't had a clue asto what God
was going to do in and through them. Many are almost
afraid to believe that they have heard God right, feeling
they have been permanently relegated to the back field of
the body of Christ. Some have tried to open their own
doors and have been soundly rebuffed by both peers and
leadership. Some have done nothing, feeling too shy, too
unworthy, too “unlikely” for divine purposes.

Y ou cannot always recognize end time messengers by
their speech, their behavior, their lack of professional
polish, or their intellect. Often, they appear too old, too
untalented, too uneducated, too divorced, too rough
around the edges, too aggressive, too passive, too naive,
too difficult, too unteachable, too dainty, too young, too
over-educated, too famous, too unknown, too muscle
bound, too ethnic, too infirm, too poor, too rich, too . . . .

| frequently caution Christians to not give up on even
those who are considered trouble makersin their
churches. Those perceived as “trouble’ may betrying to
find their way into the ministry of God's kingdom the
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hard way because no one has ever taught them thereis an
easier way. Pray for them, encourage them, befriend
them, and hel p them cooperate with God's plans for
them. Some of the most stubborn, difficult people that
you know, as well as the shy and awkward ones, are

God s great jewels for the purposes of these last days.

Nuggetsto Chew On

Roman 6:6-7 (AMP), “ We know that our old unrenewed
self was nailed to the cross with Himin order that our
body, which isthe instrument of sin, might be made
ineffective and inactive for evil, that we might no longer
be daves of sin. For when a man diesheis freed—
loosed, delivered—from the power of sin among men.”

It is our unsurrendered old nature that needs to be
crucified in the ongoing work of the crossin our lives.
Thisisthe* picking up of your crossdaily,” reckoning
the old nature, the carnal nature, the sin nature, the
unsurrendered soul having all life and control loosed
fromit. The power that sin actually holds over man as
an unbeliever is broken by an acceptance of the work of
the sacrifice of Christ Jesus. Believers who continueto
sin must accept a persona accountability to the fact that
they have chosen to sin. Nothing has “forced” them.

Romans 8:3 (AMP), “ For God has done what the Law
could not do, its power being weakened by the flesh—
that is the entire nature of man (the unsurrendered soul)
without the Holy Spirit. Sending His own Son in the
guise (likeness) of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin,
God condemned sin in the flesh—subdued, overcame,
deprived it of its power over all who accept that
sacrifice.”

Thisis not an abstract theory of Christ’s ethereal act of
saying, “ No, sin, now you just can't bother these
believers anymore.” This Scriptureis an absolute and
true declaration of the already compl eted, past-tense
destruction of sin’s power over the redeemed. As a born-
again Christian, you have to chooseto sin. By using the
keys of the Kingdom, you can bind your body and soul to
the will of God and receive His empowerment to make
right choices. Or, you can put up afeeble fight against
your body’ s and your soul’s pushing for awrong choice
to commit sin. It all keeps coming back to making
choices. Binding your will to God' swill, over and over if
you keep feeling a struggle, puts you into alignment with
His helping power to choose rightly.

Making room for afull indwelling of the Spirit of God
requires a surrendering of all of the old, preconceived

mind sets you may have about what you can and can’t do.
About what who you can and can't forgive. About what
you can and can't expect as afree willed Christian.
About what God does and does not expect of you. It
requires you to literally place yourself into a position of
being totally “reprogrammed and hard wired anew” for
coming fully “online” spiritually with the end time plans
and purposes of the Almighty God of the past, the present
and the future.

You will never be aligned for end time assignments like
those spoken of in Daniel 11:32, 35; Danid 12:3, 4, 10 (I
like the Amplified Version) until you surrender
everything you think you now know about God's end
time plans for your life to afull realigning work of Jesus
Christ in every part of your being. This requires getting
rid of some old stuff. Pastor Monte Anderson of Faith
Center in Meno OK said it thisway:

You gotta’ stop lettin’ the funk of your past
whack your present to keep you
from embracin’ your future!

Y ou aso may not be healed and strengthened to the
fullness you can be until you fully surrender everything
you believe about your past, present, and future regarding
your physical body. This requires surrendering of your
understanding of God's purposes for your destiny. God
never alters His Word for individuals, but there are so
many believers who do not know the fullness of the
power of that Word and how it applies to their specific
personality, abilities and potential.

Romans 8:11 (AMP), “ And if the Spirit of Him Who
raised up Jesus from the dead dwellsin you, then He
Who raised up Christ Jesus from the dead will also
restore to life your mortal, short-lived, perishable bodies
through His Spirit Who dwellsin you.”

This appliesto your mortal, short-lived, perishable body
that you are living in right now. Aging, pollution,
disease, cellular breakdown, toxins, etc., are all working
against that poor body. This Scripture clearly states the
ability of renewal and life when you are fully indwelt by
the blessed Holy Spirit. This Scripture does not apply to
your body being raised to heaven, because your mortal,
short-lived, perishable body isn’t going there!

First Corinthians 15:42, 44 (AMP), So it iswith the
resurrection of the dead. The body that issown is
perishable and decays, but the body that is resurrected is
imperishable—immune to decay, immortal . . .. Itis
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sown a natural physical body; it israised a supernatural
spiritual body. Assurely asthereisa physical body,
thereisalso a spiritual body.”

Y ou must be willing to surrender many things that are
only hindering and hurting your soul and your body.

Y ou must make room to let God fully dwell in you to
restore life to your body and soul. Y our spirit had divine
life restored to it when it was reconnected with the Spirit
of the Father at the new birth. Now you need to
cooperate with having your body and soul aligned to the
Father aswell. What would keep God from dwelling
fully in aborn-again believer? Resistance from his or her
unsurrendered soul’ s “free will” that insists upon making
stubborn, rebellious choices to not surrender to God.

Christian, Please Watch
What You Say

It is absolutely amazing what some Christians are saying
and doing today. Fortunately, God is also pouring out
grace and mercy and guidance the truth. Christians,
please be careful of the judgments, opinions and
pronouncements you may be stating as though you were
speaking for God himself.

A very discouraged and hopel ess sister came to our
offices for prayer after reading SYS. She said | was her
last hope to know if she should just give up. A prophet
had said she had probably committed a sin unto death
and there was no hope for her, God had given up on her.

| talked with her for some time, prayed with her and it
was clear that this woman was struggling, but that God
had in no way given up on her! He was reaching out to
her with great grace and mercy. | assured her that if God
had given up on her, she would have a seared conscience
and nothing would concern her regarding God.

Another believer related to me that she was told a disease
she had was really just demons within her. She was
actually held down on the ground while “ well-meaning”
Christianstried to cast Satan out of her. After expressing
her distress over this treatment, she was accused of not
wanting “help.”

| assured this poor sister that her physical disease was not
demonic possession. Nor did her discomfort about being
held down and screamed over mean that she didn’t want
help. She needed someone to recognize her love for
Chrigt, to confirm her as a born-again believer, and to

pray for God'sloving healing in her life. | affirmed her
as achild of God, worthy of grace and mercy, and prayed
for God to show her His end time purposes for her life.

Another person came to me for prayer counsel and told
me that she had been told by amedical specialist that she
had a “growth” in her brain. She had asked some
Christians to pray for her and was told not to say the “T”
word, because that would give the devil glory. Rather,
she needed to keep telling the devil hewas aliar. She
looked at me with sadness and said, “The devil isaliar,
that istrue. It isalso truethat | havethis‘thing’ in my
brain, and | can’'t see how shouting at the devil about him
being aliar is going to makeit go away. Do you?”

| assured her that telling the devil he was aliar over and
over was not going to heal this brain tumor (the*T”
word) in the natural realm of her life. But believingin a
supernatural God who loves to turn natural facts upside
down when someone has complete faith in Him could
heal her natural circumstances. She then asked me why
some Christians with faith in God don’t get healed, and
sometimes even die from a disease.

| believe that our ability to receive the healing that God
providesislike our ahility to reach up to catch abig
beach ball floating by our head. If our arms are weighted
with heavy weights, perhaps even tied together with
strips of rope and then super-glued to our sides, we will
have a very hard time reaching out and catching that big
floating ball. But if our arms are free, we have a good
chance of grabbing it.

The loosing of every generational pattern of wrong
thinking, every wrong idea, every half-truth, and every
erroneous belief we have in our souls frees usto reach out
and “catch” our healing. Theloosing of the negative
words of the medical authorities we seek help from, even
if they are speaking directly from facts and test results, is
also good. They may be speaking natural factsthat arein
direct conflict with God's desire for our lives.

| told this sister that loosing this old “stuff” from her soul
could free her to cooperate with God. Astonished, she
replied, “ Y ou mean whether or not I'm healed doesn’'t
depend upon my ‘working up’ enough faith to be healed?
| need to surrender all of my old beliefs about thisto
God, cooperate with Him and let Him do it?”

“You bet!” | replied.

your desire to have a godly rel ationship with the woman
you are dating. You're struggling with some wrong
behaviors that the unsurrendered soul usesto try to meet
its own deep unmet needs. A born-again Christian gets
an instant spiritual connection to the Spirit of God
(human spirit to God’s Spirit), but the "soul" (the human
mind, will and emotions) does not get immediate
restoration. The soul needs to be renewed, meaning the
will needs to be surrendered to God's will, the mind
needs to be renewed to the thought patterns of the mind
of Christ, and the emotions need to be brought into
balanced healing in the Holy Spirit.

Y our unmet needs, as you have surmised, were birthed
into place in your soul at ayoung age when certain
"things' that should have gone into the forming of a
strong, whole character and identity process just didn't
happen. Y ou cannot go back and change or make up for
that at this point in your life. You need to move forward.
Y ou need to forgive and rel ease those who did not give
you the necessary building blocks required for a complete
sense of character and identity, even those who
intentionally committed wrong acts against you. They
failed you because others failed them in the formative
years of their character building and identity process.
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Imperfect people always create more imperfect people,
which iswhat generational bondage patterns of
"treadmill” thinking is all about.

Y ou are embarking on a "guided tour" now (reading SYS)
to get out of the cycle of your soul using wrong behaviors
in an attempt to pacify the force of your deepest unmet
needs. Thisisthetreadmill part, for this soulish cycle of
thinking does not set you free—it just keeps you going
over and over the same old coping patterns that seem to
take alittle pressure off you for alittle while.

As soon as you finish reading Shattering Your
Strongholds, | encourage you to get Breaking the Power
and start reading it as soon as possible. 1t will take the
principles you will learn to use in SYS and move you into
a deeper understanding of why you need to use them and
what they will accomplish. Your poor soul, filled with
all of its unmet needs, unheal ed hurts and unresolved
issues from you past, has actually been perpetuating your
bondage, locking in your neediness and pain, and
keeping God out of the areas where you need healing.

Only
the surrendering of your own unsurrendered soul's self-
defense processes will let God's love, grace and mercy
put al of your character and identity pieces together to
make you whole and complete—PERMANENTLY!

These principles of binding and |0osing prayers are your
keys to opening up all of your soul'swalls, defenses and
wrong mindsets which have been blocking God's help, so
that His grace and mercy can finally flow into every area
of your being. You can use these keys to cooperate with
your own "liberation” from al prior bondage—all of the
guidelines and instructions you need are in Shattering
Your Strongholds and Breaking the Power.

your prayers? Remember that Matthew 16:19 tells us
that Jesus gave US the keys and whatever WE would
bind and loose on earth would be loosed in heaven.

Thisis not cutting God or Jesus out of the answer, rather
it isusing the keys He's given us as He's directed us to
use them. Binding and loosing as this Scripture tells us
(instead of asking for God to do it for us), we participate
in seeing Hiswill established in situations on earth.

God has aways known Hiswill for each of our lives. By
establishing our own intent and desire (through binding
and loosing prayers) to see ourselves and all others
involved in situations come into agreement with Hiswill,
we are actually making "place" or room for His desires,
plans, and will to be so manifested. Other than making
sure that you are in agreement with this, | think you are
doing fine and are on target with your prayers. God bless
